Literacy


Fiction


The children will study the story Prometheus and Pandora. The children will analyse the importance of different characters to the development of the story and the role of the narrator as the story teller. They will also explore the differences between oral and written storytelling and use these in their own work. We will also explore other Greek myths which allow the children to plan and then write their own. 


Children will also look at a modern retelling of a myth, focusing on how the dilemma can be the driving force of a narrative. The children will explore the dilemma, how to create characters of different status and empathise with the main character.

The children will develop their understanding of instructional writing. They will analyse, evaluate and write instructions  


Children will also explore the differences in first person recounts such as a diary entry and newspaper report of the same event.
