	Content
	How you might support your child.

	English


	The key skills will be taught using the Literacy and Language Read, Write, Inc and Fresh Start programmes of study.

Children will explore stories with familiar settings and information text genres, in Term 1.  In Term 2, they will learn the conventions for writing instructions and playscripts.

They will use adverbs and adverbials of time to show when things happen (At that instant, Suddenly) 

They will learn to include dialogue, which is set out and punctuated correctly, in their fiction writing.

They will learn to use imperative verbs, to make it clear that they are instructing the reader to do something. 

They will use adverbs of time, so the reader knows which order to do things in, e.g. First, Then, Next.

The children following the FreshStart programme will be working on improving their phonic and reading skills.   


	Listen to your child read regularly – ideally, at least 10 mins daily. 

Read to your child, so they can hear fluency modelled.

Explore texts together – what will happen next?  Discuss the characters, events etc.

	Maths


	We believe that a sound understanding of Number underpins many areas of mathematics, so these lessons will focus on ensuring the children can:

Read and write numbers to 1000.

Know the place value of 3-digit numbers.

Compare and order numbers to 1000.

Add and subtract 3-digit numbers using a written method.

Mentally add and subtract pairs of numbers.

Begin to solve word problems.

Where appropriate, the children will use maths in other curriculum areas eg using tables and bar graphs to record and display data in Science.

	Science


	In term 1, we will be investigating rocks.  What is under our feet? Children are always fascinated by rocks and they describe rocks and compare their properties after tackling exciting activities. Children will explore how fossils are formed in sedimentary rocks. Discover soil facts & consider different soil types.

In term 2 we will be learning about the parts of a plant and what a plant needs to grow. Children will investigate how water travels around the plant.

	Design and Technology
	Making links with the History learning the children will learn the techniques to shape and join clay.  They will use these skills to design and create a clay pot.

	ICT
	Children will be improving their keyboard skills and using touch screen technology. These skills are embedded across the curriculum. As children will be using the internet for research these lessons will also include e-safety.



	Geography
	The children will use maps, globes and the Internet to locate the counties in Europe; locate and name the continents on a World Map; identify and research the main capital cities of countries in Central Europe; locate and name counties in the British isles with their capitals and locate and name major rivers in the UK.

	History
	The learning will provide both breadth and depth when investigating the significant changes in Britain from Stone 

Age through to the Bronze and Iron Age. There will be a specific focus on changes in settlements, farming and culture. 



	Art  *

Taught by Mrs Prosser
	Children will be introduced to a variety of drawing skills and techniques. They will examine portraits by significant artists and create individual self- portraits.

	PE *

Taught by Mr Hillier
	Games – Athletics. The children will be introduced to the concept of throwing for distance using a range of objects, jumping for distance and accuracy. They will replicate running challenges and competitions that require stamina. Children will develop the ability to follow safety procedures and handle equipment correctly.
Gymnastics – the children will be creating imaginative sequences using a range of different balances and linking movements. 

	Music *

Taught by Mrs Dickinson
	The children will be learning scales and will be learning to play the recorder.
In the second Term, Mrs Dickinson will teach the songs the children will perform in The Nativity.

	RE
	In Term 1, the children will study Judaism.  They will read stories about the life of Moses and how he helped his people flee Egypt.  They will reflect on his actions, and how he responded in difficult situations.  They will also consider how they behave in difficult situations.

In Term 2, the children will learn the story of the Nativity.  They will work with Mrs Websper to dramatise the story.  Year 3 will perform their interpretation of The Nativity to the whole school and their friends and families.

	PHSE
	In Term 1, the children will take part in activities to help them bond as a group.  They will be given opportunities to share their concerns and explore their feelings.

In Term 2, children will be learning about feelings. They will use drama activities and emotional literacy games to explore the skills needed to express their feelings.

	PMFL ( French)
	The children will learn to read, write and speak French. They will learn simple greetings, colours, numbers to 20, classroom items and simple classroom instructions.  They will look at aspects of culture in France.
